Hote history of musewm

Central Naval Museum is one of the oldest among the Russian museums
and one of the largest naval museums in the world. The museum was
founded as Model-chamber (Model-Kamora) by Peter the Great on the
13 (24) th of January 1709. It was located in the Admiralty building and
kept obsolete technical documents and maps. The Admiralty was also
a main shipyard in Saint-Petersburg, where naval ships for Baltic Navy
were built.

In 1805 Model-Kamora was joined in with the Admiralty library and was
named the Marine Museum. It was located on the second floor of the
western wing of Admiralty building. By the end of the XIX century it was
world famous center of naval and marine research as well as significant
cultural and learning center.

In 1908, just before the solemn celebration of the 200th anniversary of
the museum it was re-named after its founder - Peter the Great. Not being
disembodied after the October revolution the museum was opened again
on 24th of February 1918. After changing several namings, since 1924
Central Naval museum has been known by its current name. The perma-
nent exhibition was redesigned to fit into the new ideological trends.

Between August 1939 and April 2013 the museum had been located in
the Old Stock Exchange building on the Spit of Vasilyevsky Island. The new
permanent exhibition was opened in February, 1941 but only a few months
later, after the outbreak of the Great Patriotic War, the museum was
evacuated to Ulyanovsk in Volga region. In July, 1946 the museum was
returned to Leningrad and opened to the public.

the pre-revolutionary tradition of international exhibitions was renewed
since 1980th so the Central Naval museum gained more broad recognition
abroad.

During the three centuries of its history the museum gathered more than
718 000 exhibits, including 2 000 ship models which are unique in their
perfect condition. Collection of more than 13 000 items of weapon system,
naval machinery, over 400 battle colors of domestic naval units, as well as
flags from the enemy ships, many of which have no equals in other
museums of the world. The fleet of domestic vessels are presented by a
broad range of models, with some pieces hand crafted using ivory and
decorated by rare woods reflecting elegant works of craftsmanship.

The museum keeps a dugout canoe hollowed out more than 1,000 years
B.C. of a 360-year-old oak log.

Since the first years of the XX century the museum have been retaining a
unique collection of ship models hewn from tortoise-shell. All of them
were created in Japan at the turn of the 20th century by the Nagasa-
ki-based Emiro Ezaki firm.

The museum has plaques of nearly all classes of ships. The most invalua-
ble exhibits are represented by plaques of the warships that distinguished
themselves most throughout the Russian Navy’s history: the armor-belted
cruiser Pyotr Veliky, destroyer Novik, gunboat Koreyets, cruiser Aurora, and
warships of WWII era: the destroyer leader Minsk, minelayer Marti, destroy-
er Nezamozhnik and other vessels.

Famous Russian and foreign artists are well represented in the Central
Naval Museum. It represents the nation's largest collection of paintings
dedicated to the history of Russian Navy, including at-sea battle scenes,
seascapes, portraits of distinguished seafarers and fleet admirals. These
works of art include great paintings by I. Aivazovsky, A. Bogolyubov,
A. Beggrov, N. Krasovsky, L. Lagorio and rare sculptures by M. Antokolsky,
N. Pimenov, P. Klodt and others.

Now the museum is located in the former Kriykov's military barracks.
In 2007-2012 the building was reconstructed specially for the museum.
